RELATIONSHIP WITH SJCOG AND CBPR
SJCOG’s relationship with CBPR is a longstanding one. The 
Center for Business and Policy Research (formerly known as 
the Business Forecasting Center) at UOP was founded in 
2004. The original intent of CBPR was to involve other 
agencies (including the City of Stockton and other cities in 
the County, the San Joaquin Partnership and Business 
Council, and the Port of Stockton) in various regional public 
and private economic development activities.
